Part III – Conclusion

Art. 3 – Guidelines for handing in and presenting ones thesis will be carried out in each country according to their rules. 

The results of the student’s thesis and the publication of his/her thesis will be protected under law according to the laws of each country involved in the collaborative thesis.

Art. 4 – The present guidelines will go into effect when the Chancellor/President of each University signs this document and will be valid until the end of the academic year when the student finishes his/her thesis or passes the final exam. 

The Universities can agree to put an end to the student’s collaborative thesis if: 

· the PhD student is not enrolled in one of the two Universities;

· the PhD student chooses to no longer continue his/her studies (in writing);

· at least one of the two thesis advisors does not let him/her continue with her collaborative thesis research. 
Art. 5 – These guidelines will be printed in four original copies, two in Italian and two in English.
